Welsh Springer Spaniels are athletic dogs that require regular, vigorous exercise.  This could mean playtime in a fenced backyard, daily walks on lead, swimming, hiking, etc.  Have you thought about how you will handle this need?  

Do you have a veterinarian?  If so, could you provide us with your vet’s name, address and telephone number?   
Welsh Springer puppies require lots of socialization and early training.  How will you include a puppy in social activities where it can meet new people (picnics, softball or soccer games, etc.?)?  Can you devote time weekly to take your puppy to training classes?   
If travel plans took you away from home, what arrangements would you be able to make for your dog? (Don’t worry, a boarding kennel or pet sitter is an acceptable answer!)  
One last question. Welsh Springers are long-lived and your new dog may be with you for 15 or more years.  Elderly dogs often require additional care, special diets, or medication.  Will you be able to make this kind of commitment to your pet, including the health certifications (hips, eyes, thyroid) that the breeders require?
